4‐H RECOGNITION POINTS LOG 
SYSTEM 

 
The Kenton County 4‐H RecogniƟon Points Log 
is a system for each 4‐H’er to record 
everything they’ve done throughout the 
program year. A designated number of points 
is awarded for a variety of acƟviƟes.  These 
logs are used to determine the outstanding 
boy & girl award that is presented each year at 
the 4‐H RecogniƟon Banquet. They are also 
helpful when applying for the Bronze, Silver, 
and Gold Honors.   
 
The 4‐H RecogniƟon Points Logs are available 
at the extension office or online at: 
kentoncountyextension.org.  Be sure to 
download and save changes each Ɵme.  
RecogniƟon Points Logs for the  2022‐2023 
year will cover from  September 1, 2022, 
through August 31, 2023.  All RecogniƟon 
Points Logs are due to the Extension Office on 
Thursday, Sept. 7, 2023.   

    

 
 

Before you can parƟcipate in any 4‐H horse project or acƟvity, you must have 6 hours of Equine 
EducaƟon delivered by a Kenton County CerƟfied Horse Volunteer Leader, between Sept. 1, 2022 and April 1, 2023.   
 

Horse EducaƟon hours are earned by aƩending horse club meeƟngs. 
 

Kenton County has one horse‐related club, the Blazing Bridles.   Any child age nine and older is invited to join 
the fun.  Club members gain a sense of belonging from the comradeship with others of similar interests and varying 
ages.  The club meets on the second Thursday of each month at the SerpenƟne River Farms, 10217 Locust Pike, Ryland 
Heights. 

 

         The horse program helps youth develop desirable character traits including leadership, iniƟaƟve, self‐reliance, 
responsibility and sportsmanship. They become beƩer prepared for ciƟzenship responsibiliƟes by working in groups and 
supporƟng projects and acƟviƟes. This program also helps 4‐H members enhance their horsemanship knowledge and 
skills and learn more about the business of breeding, raising and training horses, mules or ponies. 

 

In addiƟon, 4‐H members develop a greater affecƟon for, and humane aƫtude toward, animals; gain an 
appreciaƟon for horseback riding as a healthy, wholesome form of recreaƟon; and learn more about safety precauƟons 
to prevent injury to themselves, their mounts, and others.  Other county events include the ride/drive program and 
county fair. District‐wide events include horse judging contests, horse shows and horsemanship camps.  State‐level 
compeƟƟons include special contests and shows during the summer.

The fee for the in‐person workshop will be $50, and will 
include lunch and snacks (**see below for addiƟonal 
fees related to horse and livestock kits).  
   

Virtual opƟon:  The virtual opƟon is provided using 

Nearpod, an online educaƟonal website. The online 
course consists of several pre‐recorded videos, slide‐
sets, and a teaching pracƟcum. Part of the teaching 
pracƟcum requires that the volunteer meet with their 
agent, demonstrate the lesson they focused on in their 
pracƟcum, and discuss that with their agent. Their 
agent must then sign off on the Teaching PracƟcum 
Form and submit that to the State 4‐H Office. 
Volunteers can do the online course at their own pace.

Each winner will receive a $100 award from Kentucky 
Agriculture and Environment in the Classroom and will be recognized at the 
2023 Poster and Essay Contest Awards Ceremony next year.
