DURR FOUNDATION 4-H SCHOLARSHIP—KENTON DEADLINE IS MARCH 17, 2023 
 

ELIGIBILITY: 

1. Students must be incoming freshmen and must enter one of the following schools:  University of Kentucky, Northern Kentucky 
University, Morehead State University, Thomas More University, Eastern Kentucky University, Western Kentucky University, 
Gateway Community and Technical College, Maysville Technical and Community College, and Jefferson Community and 
Technical College. 

2. Recipients must be high school graduates from a school in one of the following counties and must have been active members in 
a  4-H program in that county for the last four years:  Boone, Bracken, Campbell, Carroll, Gallatin, Grant, Harrison, Kenton, 
Mason, Owen, Pendleton, or Robertson.   

3. Applicants must have maintained a 2.5 GPA in their last two years of high school.   

4. Applicants will submit their high school transcripts.   

5. Applicants will also submit two letters of recommendation, one from an extension agent and one from a counselor, teacher or 
principal.   

6. Applicants will submit on a separate sheet of paper an essay stating why you would like to be the recipient of this scholarship.  
Include in your essay your interests and/or goals for the future.  The essay is limited to two (2) double spaced pages using a 12 
point font and one (1) inch margins. 

7. Student must fill out the application and be willing to appear before a committee for an interview if needed. 

 

Each scholarship is now $3,000 per year with the scholarship automatically renewing for the student’s sophomore year if the student 
maintains a 2.0 grade point average which would increase the total scholarship value to $6,000.
